SELF DEFENSE DEVICE 
 
Disabling devices containing an irritant or 
incapacitating substance such as mace, 
pepper spray etc.  
 
 
Electro shock weapons (eg Tasers) 
containing dangerous elements such as 
explosives, compressed gases, lithium 
batteries,  
 
 
WEAPONS AND AMMUNITION 
 
Firearms and ammunition, small arms 
cartridges 
 
Other ranged weapons and sharp object.  
that do not fall under the category of firearms 

• Crossbows 
• Rivet and industrial nail rifles 
• Harpoons and fishing rifles 
• Air guns /BB guns 
• Signaling rocket guns 
• Replica and imitation firearms 
• Needles and hooks 
• Walking or hiking sticks 
• Knives or flick knives, 
• Scissors 
• Knives, 
• Arrows and darts 
• Axes and hatchets 
• Machetes 
• Tools, cutters, screwdrivers, 
• crowbars, hammers, 
• Open shavers 
• Sabers, swords and daggers 
• Scalpels

Other object that may cause injuries

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Spray-based disabling aerosols are prohibited 
for transport on the person as well as in 
checked and cabin baggage.

• Ammunition
